AFRICA ASSESSMENT 

 

1. BACKGROUND:  

 

In general, a significant increase in IED-related incidents has been registered in Africa in December 

in comparison to the previous month. According to the data collected by the C-IED COE, the three 

main affected countries by IED incidents in Africa during December2017 were Somalia (10), 

Nigeria (7) and Egypt (6). A significant increase in such incidents in Egypt compared to previous 

month is noteworthy. 

 

 

2. MONTHLY  HIGHLIGHTS:  

 

 

ALGERIA 

 

On 24th December, four terrorist bunkers containing substances used in the 

manufacturing of explosives were discovered and destroyed by an Army detachment, in 

Medea. 

 

 

BURUNDI 

 

On 6th December, five persons were injured in a grenade explosion near a bus stop in 

Bwiza Zone. Among five people who were injured, two were seriously injured.  

 

 

CAMEROON 

 

On 12th December, two people and the suicide bomber were killed on Monday when a 

suicide bomber attacked a mosque in Kerawa, in far northern Cameroon, by Boko Haram 

jihadists. 

 

On 24th December, at least three people were killed in two attacks during the weekend by 

suspected members of terror group Boko Haram. 
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On 31st December, two people (a suicide bomber and a civilian) were killed in an attack in 

Bia by suspected members of terror group Boko Haram  

 

 

EGYPT 

On 28th December, militants in El-Arish killed two people at a bank, and a separate 

explosion in the region killed an army officer and five soldiers. 

On 31st December, Egyptian security forces killed three suspected militants in an exchange 

of gunfire at a farm  

During the last months Security forces have been battling an Islamist insurgency for 

several years in North Sinai, led by Islamic State’s Sinai branch. Several hundred soldiers 

and policeman have been killed. Attacks have now expanded to civilian targets including 

Christians. 

 

KENYA 

On 21st December, in Banisa (Mandera County), five children aged between 12 and 16 

years have been killed in an explosion. 

 

LIBYA 

On 26th December, armed men blew up a pipeline pumping crude oil to Es Sider port, 

cutting Libya’s output by up to 100,000 barrels per day. The attackers arrived at the site 

near Marada in two cars and planted explosives on the pipeline. 

 

 

NIGERIA 

 

On 2nd December, a female suicide bomber pretending to wait in line for food handouts 

detonated her explosives Saturday, killing at least 13 people. 

 

On 3rd December, 15 persons died when a female suicide bomber attacked the Biu 

Market. A female suicide bomber infiltrated the market and detonated an IED strapped to 

her body. 
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SOMALIA 

 

On 6th December, Al Shabaab has claimed to have killed four Somali government soldiers 

in a landmine explosion occurred on the outskirts of Beledweyne. 

 

On 14th December, a suicide bomber has killed at least 18 police officers and wounded 15 

others at the main police training facility in Mogadishu. The incident happened during a 

rehearsal for a parade commemorating the 74th anniversary of Somalia's national police 

force. 

 

 

TRENDS:  

 

The number of IED explosions has been taken as an indicator of the IED networks activity, whilst 

the number of finds/caches is considered to be an indirect indicator of the security actors’ 

effectiveness. 

 

 

 

3. ASSESSMENT: 

 

The IED events increase in Africa in December in comparison with the previous month. Although 

the hard work of the police and the security members the number of explosion has increased. 

Terrorist always find a way to commit their actions.

Security forces continue with the big labor to prevent attacks but not only this, they also 

dismantle several bunkers in different countries. A consequence of this hard work is the 

detentions and the material that they could find. 

Somalia and Nigeria are the countries in which the activity continues in the same line. Al-Shabaab 

and Boko haram work with the same techniques, tactics and procedures because it is the way in 

which they can obtain the success. The use of women as a suicide bomber is an extend technique 

in Nigeria and others countries. 

 

Burundi is a country in which the terrorist activity is not very high but the use of grenade is 

common.  
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AMERICA ASSESSMENT 

NORTH AMERICA 

1. BACKGROUND: 

The following analysis based on Free Open Sources Intelligence collection, and therefore this 

report may not reflect entirely IED incidents in this area of study.  

In the period covered by the analysis, there were four incidents of low importance in Canada and 

seventy incident in the United States. As usual, most of the incident in USA were either hoax or false 

incidents, but in december there were also nine IED found and three explosions of varying 

importance. 

2. MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS: 

The most relevant IED incident occurred in New York, where a 27 years old individual named 

Akayed Ullah prepared a device consisting in a 30 cm long pipe filled with black powder, nails and 

screws. Ullah tied this device to his body and tried to detonate it in a walkway close to a Bus Terminal. 

Apparently the initiator exploded but the main 

charge did not. As a result, five person were 

wounded, one of them Ullah himself. 

Ullah claimed that he was part of ISIS and 

that he acted in response to Israeli actions in 

Gaza. He went to the US from Bangladesh in 

2011 with his family as an immigrant and now 

is a US permanent resident. 

Another explosion occurred in Fall River, Massachusetts, were an IED was found in a parking lot of 

an apartment complex, near a vehicle. State Police Bomb Squad responded to de incident and 

deployed a robot. The robot was moving the cover of the IED container when it detonated, causing 

only minor damage to the vehicle. 

The last highlighted incident of the month occurred in North Carolina´s Charlotte Douglas 

International Airport, were an air traffic controller was arrested in possession of an IED. Paul George 

Dandan said that the IED, a pipe bomb, was made by a man called Derrick Fells, 39, who was also 

arrested. Fells declared that he had planned to use the bomb against a neighbor with whom he had a 

feud, but he changed his mind and gave it to Dandan. 

3. TRENDS: 

December 17 shows a substantial increase in IED events in comparison with the same month of 

2016. This is in line with the great IED activity of the second semester of 2017, compared with the first 

semester.  
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Regarding the type of IEDs, the so called pipe bombs were used in the majority of the incidents 

that had actual devices. The pipe bombs were mostly used as VOIED, included the suicide bomber in 

New York, although some of them were just found without detonator. 

  

Finally, regarding the type of event, the majority of the events were irrelevant, either by being 

false or hoax event (80% this month) or by being of little importance. Only a 7% of the cases can be 

considered as a danger to population, either actual or potential. 

4. ASSESSMENT: 

This month shows again that in North America, especially in the US, the fear of a bomb attack is 

high. This has two consequences: the first one is that there are many false IED incidents due to the 

alarm produced by any kind of package or backpack abandoned in the street; the second one is that 

this fear is highly used to achieve different results through hoax incidents. 

Pipe bombs is the preferred homemade IED in this subcontinent, and the fabrication and use of 

this simple type of IED is chosen by makers ranging from little criminals (mostly drugs related), to 

people seeking revenge or by lone wolves as the case of New York. This IED, filled with black powder 

requires little to none knowledge of chemicals or electronics and all its components are legal and 

easily found in the US, which may explain its popularity. 
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SOUTH AMERICA 

1. BACKGROUND: 

The following analysis based on Free Open Sources Intelligence collection, and therefore this 

report may not reflect entirely IED incidents in this area of study.  

In the last month there were fiveteen incidents reported in free open sources, a lot less than in 

North América, but almost all of them were very relevant. The countries with most incidents were 

Colombia, with five incidents, and Chile with four. There were also incidents in Ecuador and Brasil, two 

on each one, Argentina and Puerto Rico, one on each. 

2. MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS: 

Starting with Colombia, the most relevant event occurred in the region of El Catatumbo, North 

Santander. Two IED were set to destroy a Cell Phone Tower under construction, belonging to 

American Towers Colombia (ATC). There were no wounded and, as the Tower was not operational 

yet, the service did not suffer any cut in the area.  

In El Paraiso, Algeciras, it was found a huge cache of military equipment comprised of twenty big 

barrels that included 670 kg of explosives and ammunition. 

 

In Chile, the most relevant event was three attacks occurred in El Bosque, Maipú and Pedro 

Aguirre Cerda. In this locations, a Bank office was attacked with an incendiary IED. In the three of 

them there were found pamphlets alluding the death of the anarchist Sebastián Oversluij. There 

was also a possible Hoax incident in Santiago, the capital city. There, three offices of center-

leftwing parties threat attacks with IED. 

In Ecuador, a huge cache was seized by the authorities, containing 27000 sticks of dynamite, as 

well as safety fuses and blasting caps. According to the Police, the items seized were homemade 

and coming from Ecuador and Bolivia, with a possible destination of irregular groups in Colombia. 

Finally, in Buenos Aires, the capital city of Argentina, a postal package containing an IED exploded 

within the mail distribution center when it was manipulated by an operator. It is not clear if the 
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objective was the center itself or the final destination of the package. In any case, two operators 

were lightly wounded and the IED was a 30 cm long pipe bomb. 

3. ASSESSMENT: 

In Colombia, the dissident fronts from the FARC are still performing attacks, and as they 

presumably have less resources, they may shift to the IED,s as the preferred weapon, like in the 

attack to a comms tower in Catatumbo. 

In Chile, the presidential elections may force an increase of IED attacks, either real or hoax. It is 

not clear if the attacks to bank offices are related to the elections or just robbery attempts. 

To finalize, in South and Central America drugs and the criminal organizations related to drugs are 

one of the biggest threats, and the use of explosives and IEDs by those organizations are not the 

rule but not uncommon either. 
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OCEANIA ASSESSMENT 

1. BACKGROUND: 

The following analysis based on Free Open Sources Intelligence collection, and therefore this 

report may not reflect entirely IED incidents in this area of study.  

According to the data collected by the C-IED COE, out of five incidents occurred, only one of them 

was not false or hoax. 

2. MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS: 

There were not any incident of consideration. The only one dangerous occurred in Hamilton, New 

Zeland, were two persons that were driving a car where stopped by the police as they suspected that 

they possessed drugs. Police found two wrapped up parcels containing explosives that included 

shotgun cartridges and gas canisters.  

3. ASSESSMENT: 

In Australia, all the events of the month were false, depicting the fear of the population for this 

kind of attack performed by terrorist. Apart from this, this is still an area with a low IED incident rate. 

The only relevant incident was most likely related to drug dealers and therefore, possibly not meant to 

attack the population but as a defensive measure against other drug dealers. 
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ASIA ASSESSMENT 

4. MONTHLY  HIGHLIGHTS:  

 

PHILIPPINES  

  

On 28th December at 07:25 AM a dismounted patrol which consists of five rangers was attacked by an IED 

close to a bridge. The explosion occurred in the Thai province Narathiwat in in Ban Sawor Hilae after the 

patrol passed the site and the IED funcioned in a distance of around 10 meter from the last soldier of the 

patrol.  Nobody died or were injured. 

According to OSINT reports the blast wave went to a 

different direction towards the bushes along the 

road. Police found a hole of 30 centimeters deep and 

1.2 meters wide with remains of the bomb on the 

roadside. They said rebels had placed an IED inside a 

10 kilograms metal box and detonated it by remote 

control. 

 

 

Remarks: 

Narathiwat is one of the Thailand's three southernmost provinces that have been haunted by small arms 

fire attacks and IEDs.  On 25th December several checkpoints in this province were attacked by gunmen, a 

microwave tower was set on fire and roads were blocked by felled trees and burning tyres.  

Assessment: 

The attack itselfs was not successful, due to several reasons. The main charges detonated in the wrong 

direction. The main charges was not large enough or powerful to damage the road and the time of 

igniating the device was too late to affected the soldiers of the patrol.  It can be assumed that this IED was 

emplaced to attack military forces during a VP check on their way to the bridge. Based on this assumption 

it can be assumed thet the triggerman hadn’t the right line of sight to his target or that the remote control 

device didn’t work in a proper way or it was jammed by EW. Based on additional OSINT information that 

the death toll this year from the insurgency in Muslim-majority deep South region of the Philipinnes had 

been the lowest since the conflict began 13 years ago, it can be assumed that the security forces with the 

international support from several countries like US were able to reduce the enemy capabilities. 

PAKISTAN 

 

On 17th December 2017 two (2) suicide bombers attacked Christian Bethel Memorial Methodist church in 

Quetta (capital of Baluchistan province) packed with worshipers in the early morning hours. Attackers

clashed with security forces, with one assailant killed at the entrance while the other made it inside. About 

400 people had gathered for Sunday service when an assailant detonated his explosives-laden vest near 

the door to the church’s main hall killing at least 9 people and injuring at least 42 others. Islamic State, 

claimed responsibility for the attack saying that two “plungers” from the group had stormed the church.  

 

Remarks: 

 

Christians make up to at least 2% of 

the Pakistan’s population of about 

198 milion. Most of them are 

marginalized and perform menial 

jobs. December is month of Christian 

religious rituals and government in 

Pakistan previously claimed that 

security of churches all over the 

country is crucial but this 

proclamation failed in this case. 

 

Quetta has been the scene of violent 

terrorist attacks recently, and a large number of governmental troops have been deployed to maintain 

security. Officials have repeatedly claimed that they have reduced violence in Baluchistan, a rugged and 

resource-rich province bordering Afghanistan and Iran. But the ease with which the attackers managed to 

carry out this assault seemed to belie those claims.  

Assessment: 

Attackers successfully completed their mission despite the fact that the church was guarded by armed 

troops. After short fight with security forces on the gate where one suicide bomber was killed, second one 

reached entrance of the Church and detonated his charge which seems to be not more than 3 kgs of TNT 

equivalent based on OSINT. Explosion occured several meters outside from Church’s entrance - numbers 

of casualties would be much higher if the attacker would have been able to entry the Church. 

This islamism motivitaed attack against christian people is a known EN TTP from crisis and mission areas 

and also know form attacks inside Europe.  

 

5. REGION ASSESSMENT. 

According to open sources information, we have been observing a steady reduction in the overall IED 

activity after the summer. This trend has been broken in December and the number of IED events has 

suffered a significant increase. However, if we compare the December activity with last year figures, the 

reduction of the IED events has diminished dramatically. 
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During last December, 66% of the IED 

incidents happened in five 

countries, Iraq, Afghanistan, 

Pakistan, India and Syria. Regarding the 

different enemy TTPs, it is also 

significant that 67% of the incidents 

have been command operated IEDs 

(COIED) and victim operated IEDs 

(VOIED) events with more than 

sixty attacks each. 

We can assess that probably the 

situation will not change in future months and the IED activity will be steadily increase, however it is 

possible that the total numbers is lower than previous years.   
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EUROPE ASSESSMENT 

1 MONTHLY HIGHLIGHTS:  

GERMANY 

German police discover an improvised explosive device in the Potsdam Christmas market. Both the market 

and the surrounding area were evacuated as Special Forces investigated and there were no injuries. The 

suspicious object was delivered to a pharmacy on the same street as the Christmas market and it 

measured 40 cm by 50 cm and de police have confirmed it was not clear what the device was made of.  

In Krefelds police cordoned off the area and registered a apartment. They found red phosphorus and black 

powder there but no concrete danger existed. The police arrested the 29-year-old apartment owner. 

There are no indications of a terrorist background.  

Police were alerted by workers in the German governor's office in Erfurt when they discovered a 

suspicious package. A police bomb squad was inspecting the package. Security officials said that package 

was part of a conspiracy to extort millions of euros from delivery company DHL. This suspicious package 

may be related to another suspicious package delivered to a pharmacy in Potsdam. 

 

UNITED KINGDOM 

An explosion at Nationwide's cashpoint in Warwick Road in Kenilworth took place and. It was considered 

as an attempted theft of an ATM. No one was injured. 

A Police Station in Chelmsford was evacuated after a suspect package was found. A bomb squad attended 

the scene at the police station.  Police confirmed the package was not found to be dangerous. 

Police cordoned off Cheshunt shopping Centre for several hours and shoppers at a supermarket in 

Brookfield Retail Park were evacuated as a bomb squad assessed an ‘unknown device’ found on a shelf. 

The scene was declared safe and further enquiries are being underway to establish the circumstances 

surrounding the incident. 

A man threw a bottle containing flammable liquid which was set on fire at a car in Douglas. It caused 

significant external damage to the vehicle. The author was not identified. 

Twenty houses were evacuated after a suspicious object was discovered in Londonderry .The object was 

found in a park of the city. Police and the bomb squad attended the scene of the security alert. Police later 

said the suspicious object was declared an elaborate hoax. 

A street in Southsea was several hour lockdown due to ‘suspicious’ fireworks package found.  Workmen 

found what was described as a suspicious package in an empty house near Wrexham. Emergency Services 

were quickly on the scene and secured the property and initially evacuated the adjoining houses whilst 

they examined the package. 
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SWEDEN 

Three people were arrested for allegedly throwing firebombs at a synagogue in the Swedish city of 

Goteborg during a youth event at the synagogue and the adjacent Jewish center. No one was injured in 

the attack.   

 

ITALY 

A rudimentary explosive device went off outside a Carabinieri police station in Rome's San Giovanni 

district. The device consisted of a metal container holding gunpowder, a fuse and a timer. It was said to 

resemble a rudimentary bomb that went off in a Rome post-office car park in May. No one was injured. 

 

UKRAINE 

A Polish bus, parked next to a hotel in Sokilnkyky village (western Ukraine) got damaged due to a blast. 

Ukraine’s minister for foreign affairs condemned the act, describing it as a provocation and calling it an 

attempt to disrupt the upcoming visit of Polish president. No one was injured, as the bus was empty at the 

time. 

 

RUSSIA 

A wave of bomb threats is sparking fears and evacuations in Russia. More than 130 reports of explosion 

threats have been received and about 100,000 people have been evacuated from different buildings. 

Police had to investigate major shopping centers and a hotel after calls threatening there were explosive 

devices inside. All of the threats have been hoaxes. 

 

TURKEY  

A suspicious package was delivered to the German Consulate in Istanbul. The incident prompted the 

temporary closure of the İnönü Road to vehicle and pedestrian traffic. Bomb-dismantling teams were sent 

to the scene and proceed to detonate the package. Crime scene investigation units reported that the 

incident was a false alarm.  

Turkey’s National Intelligence Organization (MİT) launched a counterterrorism operation targeting a group 

of Kurdistan Workers’ Party (PKK) terrorists dispatched to Turkey’s Istanbul to carry out a suicide attack at 

the Organization of Islamic Cooperation’s (OIC) extraordinary summit.  Nine suspects were detained and a 
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vehicle laden with 60 kilograms of plastic explosives was seized while was waiting for final instructions at a 

carpark. 

               

CYPRUS 

A bomb explosion caused extensive damage to a car in Limassol. The car was parked at the home of the 

owner when the blast occurred. The damage caused by the highly-explosive bomb has not yet been 

estimated. 

6. TRENDS 
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7. ASSESSMENT: 

In general terms, in December the number of IEDs was similar to the overall average in 2017.  

Several events were reported but many of them were considered hoax or false incidents. Other IED 

incidents were related to domestic terrorism or conflict. No IED incidents were related to jihadist 

terrorism in Europe in December. This is an important fact because the Christmas period was celebrated 

during this month and, despite the Daesh’s campaign to commit attacks as previous years, no terrorism 

attack occurred in Europe.  
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
